Garbinski. Our Preschool Board includes Chairwoman Kathy Twerdok and Board Members Barb Carson, MarleneI
Winters, Tina Rader and Kasey Gaiser. Pastor Bob serves as the school Principal and also sits on the board. NSCC
I provides the space and utilities and some additional costs for the expenses of the preschool. |
I The funding of Shepherd of My Heart Christian Preschool is generated from three sources — tuition, donations and|
I fundraising. Tuition produces 85% - 90% of the funds needed to meet the annual expenses. Donations are received |
| from time to time but are not solicited through any ongoing effort. Fundraising efforts typically provide $2,500 -
