Mystery of the Magi

| did a study last week to help answer a question someone asked and | found myself amazed at the Wise Men in
the Christmas story. The Bible gives us very little information on these wise men, but in Matthews gospel he refers
to them as Magi and says they come from the East. History tells is that the Magi were a priestly line among the
Medes, think Persian. The Magi specialized in astronomy and spent lots of time studying the stars. When the
Babylonian empire was ruling the world, these Magi were living in Babylon. The Magi were well liked in Babylon
and were viewed as very wise, they had some influence. When the Jews were taken captive into Babylon Daniel
would have been in contact with these Magi. Daniel 5:11 tells us that because of Daniels ability to interpret
dreams and his wisdom, he was made master of a Magi. While in Babylon and in charge of the Magi, Daniel would
have shared with them the Old Testament. He would have told them of the promised coming one (Jesus). This
information would have been passed down through the years and some of the Magi were looking for and waiting
for the promised one that Daniel revealed. From their knowledge of astronomy and the truth from Scripture that
Daniel revealed, they recognize the star as unusual and go looking for the "KING OF THE JEWS”. God is amazing!
These Magi have an important purpose in the Christmas story. They are Gentiles who are powerful and high in
authority yet bow in worship to Jesus. The Jews as a whole miss the birth of Christ yet these Gentiles from the
