Remaining Useful for God’s Glorious Purposes 

The Message of A Father to His Son 

A Look at II Timothy  
 

 

 

The Book of Second Timothy is the final letter the Apostle Paul wrote before being executed in Rome. He was chained in 

prison during this his second arrest and knew that his impending death was imminent. Bold Paul encourages Timothy, 

who likely is a bit timid, to personally be encouraged in the faith and to continue to minister no matter how much suffer-

ing and dedication it takes.  

Last Sunday we learned in order to remain useful for God’s glorious purposes that our spiritual fire needs to burn hot for 

Jesus and when it dies down a bit it needs fanned in order to burn hot again. The three essentials we discovered last 

week were:  
 

1. A voice speaking into your life. (that was Paul to Timothy).  

2. A sincere faith from which to operate. (that was Timothy himself who would remain useful because of his genuine, see 

through faith in Christ as Messiah).  

3. The gift God gave you. (Timothy had hands laid upon by him Paul and a group of elders where Timothy received an 

anointing to preach and teach and minister. The gift was still upon him.)  
 

*Today’s Message is from II Timothy 1:7-16 and will motivate us to remember and operate in ministry from The Prime 

Place of the Gospel Message. People change and times change but the Gospel of Jesus Christ never changes! Paul told 

Timothy that he could rely on that! Join us today as we continue to explore this heartfelt letter from a spiritual father, 

Paul, to his spiritual son, Timothy.   
 

Here is a trustworthy saying: “If we died with him, we will also live with him;  

if we endure, we will also reign with him. If we disown him, he will also disown us;  

if we are faithless, he will remain faithful, for he cannot disown himself.”  

II Timothy 2:11-13
