People want to be accepted for whatever they want to do and 

think and your tolerance to overlook and accept that is what’s considered love. But that’s not love, that’s 

apathy. In Ephesians 5:4-7, Paul tells us that everyone who is sexually immoral, impure, or covetous has 

no part in the kingdom of God. He then goes on to instruct us to not associate with them. It’s the exact 

opposite of what the world claims, but we are not showing authentic love unless we are intolerant of the 

world's sinful ideologies. God’s love is a great example. 1 John 4:10 says, “In this is love, not that we            

have loved God but that he loved us and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins.” God’s                           

love is explained at the cross. Christ on the cross taking the wrath of God shows not a                                           

tolerance for sin, but a sacrifice for it. God’s love is not at all contradictory                                                               

to His holiness. We must define love the way scripture does, as                                                                                

something that “does not rejoice in wrongdoing, but rejoices                                                                                          

in the truth.” - 1 Cor.13:6
