1 Peter 2:4-8 

 

Living by the Life of Christ 
All through scripture we see a connection between believers and Jesus 
Christ. Every blessing the believer has, every privilege the believer has,                   
the Bible continually reminds us that they are only enjoyed in connection to 
Jesus Christ. When the Bible talks about the church as a body, Jesus is the 

head. In 1 Peter 2 the church is described as living stones built up into a 
temple. In that picture Christ is the cornerstone. The cornerstone is the 
stone that sets the directions for the entire building. We are built according 

to Christ, we have taken on His characteristics, and do things His way and 
make a spiritual house. Unlike a material building we are spiritual, which 

means we are living. So the text refers to us as living stones. Because Christ, 
the cornerstone is living, He gives us life as we take on His qualities and 
form God's living temple. So the main point of this little article is simple. 

You live because He lives, you are a building because He is the cornerstone. 
Of Him and through Him are all things. You are no member of the church  
unless you are a member of Christ; you are not a living stone unless you  
live by the life of Christ, you are not built up unless you are built up on Him. 
So what is your understanding of Jesus Christ?
