They want to 

live like Christ and be beneficial to those 

around them. Paul said in Philippians 1,            

“I desire to go and be with Christ, yet to 

remain in the flesh is more needful for 

you.” While Christians love being here,  

and living for Christ, they view death as 

something that can be positive. Paul says, 

“to die is gain.” In our text today, Peter           

explains how death simply removes              

believers from the very thing they hate, sin. 

The challenge is for you to look at how you 

view death, do you think of it as a tragedy 

or a victory? For Christians, it’s a great
