A Life Choices Ministry Update  
In light of the recent bake sale to support Life Choices Ministries, we thought it would be appropriate to give an         

update on what their ministry accomplished in 2022. The My Choice Education program – whose mission is to        

educate, empower, and equip everyone to live a healthy lifestyle and build healthy relationships through a            

holistic understanding of themselves and their choices – saw over 1,000 students this past fall and has another 

1,000+ scheduled to teach in the new year. Their My Choice Medical Clinics (one of which is right here in Butler) 

had a total of 1,051 client visits this past year, with 379 of those clients being new. They performed 115                   

ultrasounds, 372 pregnancy tests, had 494 spiritual discussions with clients, and celebrated 9 mothers who 

changed their minds about abortion and chose LIFE instead! Their maternity home, The Inn, also welcomed      

several residents in 2022.  Since 2011, this ministry has seen 302+ women and babies saved from abortion. If you 

would like more information about the work of Life Choices, please see Matt or Lacey Eckert, Donna McIntyre, 

or any member of the NSCC missions committee.      

From the beginning of the church on we see a group of men who are Elders, doing the decision-making for the church. 

You could split your Bible up into the church of Jerusalem, the Pauline churches, and the non-Pauline churches and you 

would see every one of these all being led by a group of Elders. To establish ourselves as an Elder led church is Biblical 

and we want to be a church that follows God's word. I know that when things are changed, people have questions. Ask 

those questions. We want you guys to be informed and excited about this change. We want our whole church on the 

same page saying “God's way is the best way.” But I do want to squash a preconceived idea that many seem to have     

upon hearing this new setup. An Elder led church is not excluding people from ministry. Ephesians 4 makes it clear that 

Elders are to feed the flock so the flock can do the work of the ministry. While the Elders will have to meet and discuss 

issues, the people of the church will be encouraged and free to do ministry.
