Abstain from Fleshly Lusts 

“Abstain from fleshly lusts.” Peter has told Christians to abstain from the lusts that wage war against the soul.                               
The instruction to abstain from flesh is something Jesus took very seriously. In Matthew 5, Jesus says that one should 
gouge their own eye out if it causes them to sin. He says it is better to lose one of your members than to have your whole 
body thrown into hell. That’s a serious call to war against sin. Christians don’t make peace with sin, they kill it. Jesus’s       
statement even takes it to the point that those who don’t wage war against sin don’t know God. Christians don’t burn in 
hell. That’s a fate for non-believers. So one must see how Christ has connected a seriousness about holiness with being His. 
Abstain from fleshy lusts. If you don’t and are content to live in sin, the stakes are much higher than just death, it's your 
eternal soul. That’s why Peter says “abstain from fleshly lust which wage war against the soul.”
