As I pondered the wrath of God this week I couldn’t stop              
thinking about how one cannot understand the cross of Jesus Christ without an understanding of the 
wrath of God. Paul has written Romans in such a way that reveals one can’t understand the grace of 
God without understanding the wrath of God. You see, one has to understand why man’s sin makes 
the death of Christ necessary. God hates sin. He must because it is a requirement for His holiness. 
God’s just nature requires Him to pour out His wrath on the unrighteousness that He hates.
