John 11: 45-57 

July 18, 2021 

In this short article, I write to you about the solitariness of God. In the beginning, there was God. God doesn’t have a 
beginning. He was there at the beginning of everything else. In eternity past, before anything, God dwelt alone. There 
was no heaven where God manifests himself. There was no earth where His plan of salvation would play out. There 
were no Angels to worship Him. There was no one, nothing, just God. God is and always was complete. Malachi 3:6 
tells us that “He changes not.” That means the creation of all things did not affect the character of God. Everything 
that God is that’s on display to us, He already was when He dwelled solo in existence. God is the sustainer of all 
things, but Himself needs no sustaining. God is the giver of all, but He is enriched by none. The solitariness of God 
should draw us to worship. The fact that God needed nothing and gained nothing by creating everything should    
humble us. God created us simply because He wanted to. God saves some of us simply because He wants to.           
Marvel at the one true God, who is perfect and complete, lacking nothing yet choose to create and save.
