We continue in this article series on the character of God. I am spending so much time on this because it is vitally 
important we know who God is. God wants us to know Him. Hosea 6:6 says, “For I desire mercy, not sacrifice, and 
the knowledge of God more than burnt offerings.” That means God desires for us to know Him. He created you           
to know Him.
