Justification by Faith Alone 
 

 

In 1517, a man named Martin Luther was studying the book of Romans. This man was a catholic monk who 

couldn't get passed Romans 1:17 - “Therein is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith: as it is      

written, the just shall live by faith.” This wonderful truth from scripture was put up against the selling of                

indulgences or other works-based focuses of the Catholic church. On October 31st, 1517, Martin Luther put out 

the 95 theses, which quickly spread throughout Germany and the surrounding areas. This is what we call          

the start of the Protestant Reformation. It was all brought about when one saw the correct Biblical view of                    

justification by faith alone. God doesn’t overlook man's sin, nor can man earn God’s righteousness. Justification 

happens through imputation. The believer's sin was imputed to Christ, so that God justly punished that sin, and 

Christ's righteousness was imputed to the believer so that it wasn't earned, but freely given. There is a major 

difference between one's justification being an event vs being a process. This is one of the important                   

distinctions between us and the catholic church. Praise God for His complete, instant justification by faith alone.
